1.2 Safety instructions

The device can be used by children 8 years and up, as well as
by people with disabilities and those with limited experience/
knowledge as long as they are under supervision or have been
instructed on proper use of the device and its possible dangers.
Children should not play with the device. Cleaning and
maintenance cannot be performed by children younger than
8 years old and must be done under supervision. Children
under the age of 8 years old must be kept away from the
device and its power cord.

Never leave the device unattended when in use.
Only use the device indoors.

The device is not designed for use with an external timer or
remote control.

This device may only be operated in technically proper and safe
condition.
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« Prevent access of children to the package materials like plastic
bags and foamed polystyrene elements.

During the operation the cooking surface becomes very hot.
Keep in mind, that the induction cooker itself does not produce
any heat during cooking. However, the heat from the pan will
leave the cooking surface hot! After use the surface is hot.
Do not touch!
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Do not place any metal kitchen utensils, pot covers, frying pans,
knives, or other metal objects on the cooking field. After the
device activation they may become very hot.

Keep in mind that the objects like rings, watches, etc. may
become hot in the vicinity of the cooking surface.

Do avoid overheating do not place the aliminium foil or metal
plates on the surface of the device.

A WARNING! Fire hazard!

To avoid the hazard results please follow the instructions below.

Avoid prolonged heating of oils and fats! The overheated oil or
fat may quickly ignite. In case of ignition on the cooking field
deactivate the device and cover the flame with large pot cover,
plate, or moistened cloth.

Never use water for extinguishing!

After covering the flame wait for the cooking pots to cool down
and assure appropriate amount of fresh air.

A WARNING! Explosion hazard!
To avoid the hazard results please follow the instructions below.

Do not place any flammable plastic containers or acidic and
basic materials near the device as it may limit its life and cause
deflagration during the activation.
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« Do not heat closed containers, e.g. canned food, on the
induction cooking field. The containers or cans may explode
(crack) due to overpressure. Open the can and place it in the
pot with some water heated on the cooking field.

CAUTION! Electromagnetic field hazard!

« The magnetic objects, like credic cards, data storage devices,
or calculators, must not be placed in the direct vicinity of the
operating device.

« Make sure that the cooking pots are placed in the centre of the
work field to cover the electromagnetic field in the best possible
range.

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5. Installation
5.1 Positioning

Before the operation unpack the device and remove all package material.

A CAUTION!

Never remove the rating plate and any warning signs from the device.

e Place the device on top of an even, stable, dry, and water-resistant surface which
supports the weight of the device and is not heat sensitive.

¢ Never place the device on a flammable surface.
¢ Do not place the device near an open flame, electric oven or other source of heat.

e Do not block or cover the ventilation ducts that allow for air to circulate around the
device. Doing so may lead to overheating of the device.

e Keep adistance of at least 5 — 10 cm from flammable walls and other objects.

¢ Do not place the induction plate near other equipment and objects sensitive to
magnetic fields (e.g. radio, television, etc.).

e Place the device so that the plug is easily accessible and can be quickly removed
from its socket in case of necessity.

5.2 Electric connection

A DANGER! Electric shock hazard!

The device can cause injuries due to improper installation!
Before installation the local power grid specification
should be compared with that of the device (see type label).
Connect the device only in case of compliance!

The device must only be connected to a properly

installed single socket with protective contact.

e The electrical circuit of the socket must be secured to at least 16A. Only connect
the device to a wall outlet; do not use any extension cords or power strips.
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6. Operation
6.1 Functionality of induction cookers

With induction cooker, an electric voltage is applied on a conductor spool beneath the
glass. This creates magnetic fields, which directly heat up the bottom of the cookware
through a physical effect.

This means saving time and energy, because contrary to common hotplates, the
cookware is heated up, not the heating element and the glass.

Due to the technical characteristics described above, another advantage is the very
short start-up cooking time.

In addition, the heat supply promptly adapts to changed settings and can be controlled in
small steps. The induction cooker reacts to changed settings just as fast as a gas stove,
as the energy reaches the pot immediately without having to heat up other materials first.
The induction technology combines this fast reaction with the basic advantage of
electricity, meaning being able to exactly adjust the heat supply.

Additional advantages of an induction cooker:

e As the cooking zone is only heated up indirectly via the bottom of the cookware,
over spilling food cannot stick. The glass cooking zone is only heated up by the
hot cookware.

e If the device is turned on and no dish for cooking is present or is removed, a repeating
audio signal will sound and the device will turn itself off after approx. 30 seconds.

e The device will detect if the appropriate cookware is placed on the heating plate.
If the cookware is not appropriate for induction hotplates, energy will not flow.
The device will turn off after approx. 30 seconds.

e When operating the cooking zone with empty cookware, a temperature sensor turns
it off automatically.

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6.3 Operation

e Before the device operation clean it according to the instructions in section 7
“Cleaning”.

A CAUTION!

Never place an empty cookware on the hob.

Warming up an empty pot or frying pan activates the overheaeting protection
system; an audio signal will sound (3 times) and the device turns off.

»E2“ error code will appear on the display.

Remove the pot from the hob and leave the device for a few minutes to
cool off. Then, you may start using the device again.

e Place an appropriate cookwate with food in the middle of the hob.

e Connect the device to a single grounded outlet.
An audio signal wil sound and the ON indicator light will start blinking.
The device is in the STANDBY mode now.

¢ To switch the device on, press the ON/OFF button 0}
The digital display shows “---".

* Press the button &, to directly switch to the power mode. Factory set power value
of 1500 W will be displayed.

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The buttnons & or ¥ can be used to change the temperature within
the range from 60 °C to 240 °C.

The following temperature settings are available:
60, 80, 100, 120, 140, 160, 180, 200, 220 and 240 °C.

Timer function

After selecting the type of operation (power or temperature mode), press the button @
to access time settings. ,,0“ will appear on the digital display and the time mode LED

indicator will come on (®).

Using the button AoV you may now set the required cooking time
In 1-minute intervals within the range from 1 to 30 minutes and in 10-minute
intervals within the range from 30 to 180 minutes.

The selected time of operation is counted down in 1-minute intervals, whereas the
digital display returns to the previous indications: power or temperature is shown.
When the time has run out, an audio signal will sound and the device will
automatically switch off.

When the device has been switched off, a cooling fan will continue working for some
time and then it will switch off.

In order to stop the timer berfore the set time has expired, press ON/OFF button @
Press this button again to switch on the device.

@NOTE!

During the operation, the time may be changed at any moment using the
buttons A or V. The memory function of the device allows for the set power
or temperature to remain unchanged.

Power or temperature level may be seet in the same way without changing
the set time. The device will then function according to the most recent
settings.

When cooking or heating is finished, disconnect the device from the socket
(pull the plug).

@NOTE!

The induction cooker switches off automatically if the user does not change
any settings during 2 hours or if the time exceeding 120 minutes has been set.
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@NOTE!

To simmer or cook food (max temperature of 170 °C) select one of the
power levels.

To bake or fry in deep fat (max temperature of 240 °C) select one of the
temperature ranges (60 °C - 240 °C).

Lock button (child safety lock) .**

e The device is equipped with the lock button A

e This button may be pressed after selecting the function mode (power, temperature or
time level), to prevent accidental changes.

 Press and hold the lock button * for ca. 3 seconds, until the audio signal sounds
and the indicator light over this button comes on.

e After pressing this button the device operates with the adopted settings, all buttons

of the control panel (except for ON/OFF/STANDBY button CD) is locked and does
not react to pressing. This prevents the accidental change of settings.

e The lock button is also a child safety lock mechanism which prevents turning
on the device by a child.

e To deactivate the lock, press and hold the button A until the indicator light goes off.
All buttons will become functional again.

7. Cleaning

A WARNING!

Before cleaning the device, disconnect it from the power
supply (pull the plug!). Let the device to cool down.

The device is not suited for direct washing via water jets.
Make sure that no water gets into the device

CAUTION!

Never use sharp or scouring cleaning agents which may scratch the surface of
the device.

Never use any cleaning agents containing gasoline or solvents.
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o Clean the device regularly.

Wipe the cooking surface and the body with a soft, damp cloth with a mild, non-
abrasive cleaner.

o Ventilation slots at the rear side of the device must be always free of dust and dirt,
or cleaned if necessary (e.g. using a brush or blower).

o After washing the device use a soft, dry cloth to dry and polish the surface.

Storage of the device
